Understanding HP4000 Series Printers



	Purpose: The purpose of this CIB is to provide information about the HP4000 series printers installed as part of the Geac/UX ALPMS.

	Discussion:    Below is an explanation of the HP4000’s printers.

HP4000 = Fast, durable laser printer used for volume.

HP4000T = Second paper tray.  The HP4000T is ideal for the Front Desk and Accounting to hold multiple forms without the need to change forms/paper for each print job.

HP4000N = Network Interface Connection (NIC Card).  Allows printing from any valid source (i.e. networked PC).  Any networked user (PC or Geac/UX Wyse terminal) can send a print job to the HP4000N.  If configured properly, this includes other PC applications, such as, Word, PowerPoint, Excel, etc.

HP400TN = Network Interface Connection (NIC) and second paper tray.  The HP4000TN combines all of the features and functions of the above.

The HP4000 requires a serial connection with a cable from the printer to the servers MUX board for “print anywhere” capability.

Slaved printers is an option but is not the most practical solution to printing needs as they are limited in functionality.  Slave printers cannot be formatted to print forms (i.e., regcards, folios, A/R statements or invoices).  Slave printers can print reports, however, formatting is not exact and cannot be adjusted.

Geac will configure the HP4000 series printers, procured as part of ALPMS deployment, to print Geac/UX application data.  HP4000 print configuration required for other PC applications (i.e., Powerpoint, Word, Excel) must be accomplished with in-house staff at the installation.
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
